First, | went
to Kirkuk where | worked for few months, then |
came to Erbil and stayed here.

When | first came here, | immediately applied to
the university. | applied for a SPARK scholarship
and other scholarships as well.

The SPARK scholarship helps a lot. They follow up
on every little issue. It’s almost a comprehensive
scholarship.

Every year everything
changes. You don’t know where you’re going.
